
 

 

KRONENWETTER PREPARING OUTDOOR RECREATION PLAN 

The Village of Kronenwetter has partner with the North Central Wisconsin 

Regional Planning Commission (NCWRPC) in support of its initiative to 

prepare an Outdoor Recreation Plan for the Village.  The five-year Outdoor 

Recreation Plan for 2012-2016 will be used to identify new projects for 

development as well as identifying which parks or forest segments need 

additional, repurposed, or reconstructed recreational facilities (like trails, 

buildings, or camp sites).  Completion of the plan enables the Village eli-

gibility for competitive grants of 50% from the DNR Stewardship Fund, 

and other federal sources. 

The Village needs your help!  In order to craft an outdoor recreation strat-

egy that is acceptable to residents, the Village would like to know what 

you think.   NCWRPC has compiled a brief survey for residents to take; 

the survey poses questions about recreational issues facing Kronenwet-

ter and what improvements the populace would like to see. The survey 

can be printed from the Village of Kronenwetter website or picked up at 

the Municipal Center.  Either drop off or mail the completed survey to the 

Village of Kronenwetter Municipal Center, 1582 Kronenwetter Dr, 

Kronenwetter, WI 54455, by December 31, 2011.  A draft plan will be 

available for public review within a few months.

Full Payment of Taxes:   Due on or before January 31, 2012 to the Village Treasurer. 

Two Part Payments:   First installment is due on or before January 31, 2012 to the Village Treasurer. 

   Second installment is due on or before July 31, 2012 to Marathon County Treasurer. 

Payments received or postmarked on or before Saturday, December 31, 2011 will be receipted in 2011, if the taxpayer is 

seeking an income tax deduction for calendar year-end 2011. 

TAX PAYMENT DEADLINES  

 

Dog licenses, which were issued during 2011, expire on December 31, 2011.  However, a grace period for renewal extends 

the renewal date through March 31, 2012.  After that date, a late fee of $5.00 will be charged for all license renewals.   

The Village of Kronenwetter requires all residents to license their dogs.  A good time to do this is when you are paying your 

taxes.  Applications for dog licenses are enclosed with your 2011 Tax Statement.  Please send your applications and license 

fee with the current rabies vaccination certificate to the Village Treasurer.  The license and tags will be sent to you and the 

rabies vaccination certificate will be returned to you.  Applications are also available at the Municipal Center.  Dog license pay-

ments must be made separately from Tax Bill payments.

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COLD WEATHER TIPS FOR YOUR WATER SERVICE 

Brrr...itõs getting cold outside!  Here are a few things to keep in mind this winter: 

Make sure your water pipes and water meter are protected from the elements to avoid freezing.  Base-

ments should be kept draft free by closing doors and windows; seal any crawl space openings to keep 

warm air in and cold air out.  Please be familiar with the location of your inside and outside water shutoff 

valves so that water may be turned off as soon as possible in case of a break in your water pipes.  If you 

are leaving for a long period of time, shut off your water with your inside water valve located before your 

water meter. 

PRIVATE WATER WELL PERMIT 

Having a private well is a matter of public safetyé.Just a reminder to those homeowners who are in the 

process of renewing their private wells, the deadline to finish with the renewal process or well abandon-

ment was October 29, 2011.  A fine of $100 will be issued on your first quarterly bill after this deadline.  

The fine increases $100 each quarter that you are noncompliant.  Four notifications/reminders have 

been sent out since May 2011 to those property owners who are required to renew this year or needed to 

obtain a permit. 

The Village of Kronenwetter Water Utility is aware that several residents have yet to begin the permitting 

process for private wells that have already been installed.  The Utility will continue efforts to ensure all 

private wells within the Water Utility service area are properly constructed and permitted per DNR stat-

utes and Village ordinance.  If you have not permitted your private well, please contact Nichole  at 715-

693-5732 to obtain information on how to complete the permitting process.   

The Utility will be mailing letters in the spring for properties that have been found to have a non-permitted 

well.  Please be aware that any non-permitted/non-conforming private well in the Water Utility service 

area are subject to fines.  If you have any doubt whether your private well needs to be permitted, please 

call the Water Utility. 

In January of 2011 the DNR enacted a new statute requiring that all new private wells and those up for 

renewal, must be inspected by a certified well driller or pump installer.  Watch for additional information 

in the spring if your permit is up for renewal in 2012. 

 

PLEASE ADOPT A FIRE HYDRANT 

If you have a fire hydrant near your home, please consider shoveling snow away that accumu-

lates around the hydrant during the winter.  A BIG THANK YOU to those of you that have done 

this in the past. 
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WINTER MAILBOX DAMAGE POLICY 

The Department of Public Works is responsible for clearing as much snow and ice as possible from the streets in 

the Village of Kronenwetter. This means we will plow as close to the shoulder as possible. Public Works takes 

great care not to damage any property within the Village right-of-way; however, mailboxes occasionally get dam-

aged. 
 

The Public Works Department will reimburse for any damaged standard mailbox and/ or 

support post when the following three (3) criteria are met: 
 
1. It is determined that the Village snow plow blade physically hit the mailbox 

2. The mailbox had been properly installed per USPS installation guidelines and main-

tained prior to the damage occurring 

3. Claims must be reported within 7 days after incident occurrence 

 

If all the criteria noted above are met, the Village of Kronenwetter will reimburse you for your mailbox. The Village 

of Kronenwetter will reimburse you up to a maximum of $25 (copies of receipts are required).  Typically if the 

blade hits the mailbox the post will be sheared off at the ground.  It is the responsibility of the mailbox owner to 

maintain a properly placed, serviceable mailbox.  The post and mailbox must be capable of withstanding flying 

snow and slush from traffic and snowplows especially during heavy or wet snow storms.  While the Public Works 

Department apologizes for the inconvenience, it is not practical for the drivers to slow down or maneuver around 

each individual mailbox. 
 

Note: Any mailbox damaged by the weight of the plow windrow (snow exiting the end of the plow) will not be cov-

ered under this policy.  If the mailbox is damaged by flying snow or slush, no compensation is authorized. Please 

also remember to shovel around your mailbox; accumulated snow and subsequent damage caused by snow 

build-up during plowing will not be reimbursed. 

 

FARMERõS MARKET 

Students from UW-Stevens Point recently completed a feasibility study for a farmerõs mar-

ket in the Village of Kronenwetter.  Using their research, Sunset Park was selected as the 

optimal initial location.  Look for more information on the 2012 Farmerõs Market in the 

Spring Newsletter.  The Village will be implementing a farmerõs market in 2012, but needs 

volunteers to help with operations of the market.  If you or your group is interested in help-

ing with the Village's farmerõs market, please contact Randy Fifrick at 715-693-4200 ext 

30 or rfifrick@kronenwetter.org.

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NEW BUILDING INSPECTION HOURS 

Building inspection services are available Monday through Friday from 8 AMñ4 PM. To ensure someone is 

available at the Municipal Center to assist you, it is best to call ahead. 

Building permit applications can be found on the Village of Kronenwetter website, www.kronenwetter.org, by 

following the òBuildingó link on the left hand side and clicking on òWisconsin Uniform Building Permit Applica-

tionó.  The administration of all building permits  take place at the Kronenwetter Municipal Center.  If you have 

any questions on an existing or proposed permit you can contact Randy Fifrick, Village of Kronenwetter Com-

munity Development/Zoning Administrator at 715-693-4200 x23 or email rfifrick@kronenwetter.org.  If you 

would like to meet with the Building Inspector about an upcoming project or for specific building code ques-

tions please call Scott Tatro at 715-241-2620 or email him at buildinginspector@kronenwetter.org to schedule 

an appointment. 

The Kronenwetter Village Board approved an amended building inspection fee schedule that became effective 

March 3, 2011.  Some building fees were decreased and other increased.  The Board and staff feel the new 

fee schedule more accurately reflects the time and materials required for the Village to provide quality inspec-

tion services.  As part of the new building inspection fee schedule, the Village will now require a building permit 

for any replacement of residential roofing.  The penalty for beginning a project without a permit is two times the 

cost of the original permit fee.  It is easier and more cost effective to call first to see if your project requires a 

permit.  Most permits are calculated by the square footage with a minimum permit fee of $40. 

DRIVEWAY CLEARING TIPS 

The following suggestions are intended to make your driveway snow removal easier and safer: 

Do not shovel, snow blow or have your driveway plowed into or across the road.  This is prohibited by law and 

can cause a serious traffic hazard.  If possible, it is best to place snow on the side of your driveway in the op-

posite direction from which the plow is coming.  That way, the plow will carry snow away from your driveway 

rather than back into it. 

If possible, wait until the roadway has been plowed before cleaning out the end 5 to 10 feet of your driveway.  

There is not a practical way to plow the roadway without depositing snow into your driveway.  Please under-

stand the Village can not go back and shovel or plow out the end of any private driveway. 

Do not allow children to play on 

snow banks along the road.  Warn 

them not to tunnel or build snow 

caves along the road.  Snow plows 

may need to open up vision or 

push back snow banks to provide 

storage room for future storms. 

Remember to clear around your 

mailbox to eliminate accumulation 

during plowing. 
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POLICE DEPARTMENT INFORMATION 
 

As winter approaches, we would like to remind residents about typical winter issues, winter parking and 

snowmobiling. Below you can find information regarding these issues. 

 

Overnight Parking:  Overnight Parking Restrictions are now in effect starting November 1st until May 1st 

between the hours of 2:00 a.m. to 7:00 a.m.  Violations will result in a parking violation citation being is-

sued.  If the situation dictates, the vehicle may be towed at the ownerõs expense.  Permission to park 

overnight may be granted on a case by case basis and only for limited periods of time.  This can be ac-

complished by calling the Police Department at 693-4215, ext. 27 and leaving your name, address, 

phone number, vehicle description and plate number.  If an officer is not available, leave a voice mes-

sage. If you are calling after 4:00 pm (Mon-Fri) or on weekends, please call the Sheriffõs Department non 

emergency number, 261-1200.  Keep in mind, permission will not be granted if there is snow forecasted 

for that next day. In the event permission was granted but an unexpected snowfall occurs, you will be 

contacted and asked to move your vehicle.  

 

Snowmobiling:  We want snowmobilers to enjoy all the trails that the Village has to offer; however, as a 

reminder, snowmobilers may only access approved trail heads via the shortest route from their home to 

the trailhead. If you are using the Village right of way to access the trail head, please be considerate of 

other peopleõs property along the way.  Also, please ride responsibly when it comes to snowmobiling and 

alcohol use. As is the case with motor vehicles, the majority of snowmobile related fatality accidents in-

clude either alcohol, excessive speed, or both. 

PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT CONSTRUCTION UPDATES 
 

The Public Works Department has had a busy year.  We completed the much needed rehabilitation of 

our Public Works Facility on North Road.  The updated space gives our crew much 

needed storage and work space for their day to day Village operations. 

Pine Road Reconstruction:  The Village used Local Transportation Grant money 

matched with Village funds to reconstruct Pine Road from Pleasant Drive to Creek 

Road.  The new roadway improves motorist safety with wider travel lanes, gravel shoul-

ders and defined ditches with gradual slopes.  The Pine Road improvements make ac-

cessing the Villageõs Yard Waste Site and County Road òJó much easier.    

2011 Seal Coating:  The Village was able to seat coat Maple Ridge Road, Mile Road, Kowalski Road, 

Happy Hollow Road, River Oaks Court, and River Oaks Trail this past season.  Keeping up with road main-

tenance helps extend the roadways useful life saving the Village money on future road construction pro-

jects. 

Water Tower Rehabilitation:  Our water tower has a new look thanks to an interior rehabilitation and exte-

rior painting project that was completed in July.   

Maple Ridge Road Interchange:  The Village has finished installing our new utilities making way for Wis-

DOT to start reconstructing the I39 / Maple Ridge Road Interchange in the spring of 2012.      

Nick Road Reconstruction:  The Village is teaming with Weston to improve access to Kemiecik Street and 

East Nick Road.  Weston has finished approximately half of their project on Kemiecik Street.  Once Wes-

ton has finished their portion of the project, Kronenwetterõs Public Works crew will complete our portion 

of the project.  This project is scheduled for completion in the spring of 2012.    

Lift Station No. 2 Upgrade:  The Village has finished upgrading Lift Station No. 2, which services much of 

the Evergreen area.  The updated station will provide the capacity needed as the subdivisions east and 

south of County Highway òXó continue to fill in.  The upgrade will also provide an improved level of safety 

to residents during periods of high flow due to large storm events like those experienced this past spring.

STORMWATER & GROUNDWATER MASTER PLANNING & ENGINEERING DESIGN SERVICES 

Following several years of drought, fall and winter of 2010/2011 brought far more precipitation than nor-

mal to Kronenwetter.  The resulting above-normal groundwater levels adversely affected a number of 

homes in the Village during 2011.  The Village Board and Staff examined the situation facing property 

owners in several subdivisions and approved a dewatering project that involved pumping Golden Pond off 

and on for several months.  Next, the Village will evaluate responses to our Request for Proposal for Engi-

neering Services (RFP).  We expect the engineering proposals to provide options and recommendations 

for permanent solutions to the pressing current problem and strategies for preventing future difficulties 

as additional development occurs in the area.   

The Village is pursuing a master plan for the area and needs the flexibility to accept or reject recommen-

dations based on the necessity and quality of the proposed solutions.  The RFP also asked the engineer-

ing consultants to spell out financing alternatives that directly relate to the proposed solution(s).  Al-

though not a unanimous decision, the Board recently approved a Preliminary Resolution of Intent for Spe-

cial Assessment for Stormwater Management in the areas south and east of County Road X, west of 

Pleasant Road and north of Wood Road, including all of Tower Woods Subdivision.  The Intent to Assess is 

a legal step that provides the Village with future financing options but it does not necessarily mean that 

an assessment will take place or will affect everyone in the area.  The benefit derived from the selected 

solution will be the factor that determines assessment if, in fact, the Village takes that approach. 

Potentially affected property owners will receive direct notifications of public meetings before the Board 

deliberates and votes on a possible assessment.  The Village Board has heard many residentsõ comments 

on this matter and will continue to consider very carefully the underlying concepts of personal responsibil-

ity, developer and builder responsibility, and community responsibility during its decision-making process.  

The Village expects to contract with the chosen engineering services firm by the end of December and will 

review design options for the northern subdivisions in the affected area at the end of January 2012.  Con-

sideration of financing options will likely take place in mid to late March 2012 with public hearings at that 

time.  The Request for Proposal with project timeline and associated documents can be found at 

www.Kronenwetter.org.   

 

UNIFORM RURAL ADDRESS SIGNS 

On August 22, 2011 the Village Board approved a resolution for a special charge to 

cover a portion of the cost to install uniform rural address signs in the Villageõs rural 

areas.   The goal of the project is to ensure that emergency service providers will be 

able to easily find a location in an emergency and respond in a timely manner. The 

Village Board, approved  a special charge in the amount of $25.00 to cover the cost 

of the sign, pole, and a portion of the installation cost for each sign.  The Village will 

cover the remaining installation costs as well as the administrative costs. If you did not pay the $25.00 

special charge prior to the October 28, 2011 deadline the special charge will be placed on your 2012 tax 

assessment.
