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CENSUS 2010 PREPRATION BEGINS

The Village of Kronenwetter has partnered
with the U.S. Census Bureau to ensure that
all Village residents are accounted for in

this year’s census.

The Census: A Snapshot
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What: The census is a count of everyone residing in the United
States.

Who: All U.S. residents must be counted-people of all races and eth-
nic groups, both citizens and non-citizens.

When: Census Day is April 1, 2010. Questionnaire responses
should represent the household as it exists on this day.

Why: The U.S. Constitution requires a national census once every 10
years. The census will show state population counts and determine
representation in the U.S. House of Representatives.

How: Census questionnaires will be delivered or mailed to house-

holds via U.S. mail in March 2010; many households will receive a
replacement questionnaire in early April. Census workers also will

visit households that do not return questionnaires.

A Complete Count: The Importance of Census Data

Every year, the federal government can allocate more than $300 bil-
lion to state and local governments based, in part, on census data.
Census data guides planning for such things as new schools, librar-
ies, roads and more.

Census data inform a diverse range of local initiatives, from justifying
the need for an after-school program to designating urban revitaliza-
tion areas.

2010 Census Questionnaire: Quick, Easy and Confidential

With only 10 questions, the 2010 Census questionnaire is one of the
shortest questionnaires in history and takes just 10 minutes to com-

plete.

By law, the Census Bureau cannot share an individual’s census
guestionnaire responses with anyone, including other federal agen-
cies and law enforcement entities.

2010 DOG LICENSE REMINDER

Village of Kronenwetter requires all residents to license
their dogs each year. If you have not yet purchased your
2010 dog license, you must do so by March 31st to avoid
a late charge. Effective April 1st, a $5 late fee will be
added for each dog licensed. You must furnish a current
rabies vaccination certificate to obtain a dog license.
The base fee for spayed or neutered dogs is $5.00. Any
female or male dog is charged $10.00 base fee.

LOTTERY CREDIT

Home owners who use the property as their primary resi-
dence and resided there since January 1, 2009, qualify
for the Wisconsin State Lottery and Gaming Tax Credit. If
you qualify for the 2009 Lottery Credit but do not have it
on your tax bill, please notify the Village Treasurer. If you
received a Lottery Credit without qualifying, please notify
the Village Treasurer.

2010 BUDGET

On November 23rd, 2009, the Village Board adopted the
2010 General Fund Operating Budget of $4,616,417,
which is a 2.17% decrease from 2009. The detailed
2010 Adopted Budget is available online at
www.kronenwetter.org on the Treasurer page.

As part of the 2010 Adopted Budget, the 2009 (payable
2010) tax rate was set at $3.39 per $1,000 of assessed
value, which is a $0.00 increase from the 2008 tax rate.
The total tax rate for a Kronenwetter resident in the DC
Everest School District is $19.25 per $1,000 of as-
sessed value, which is a $0.39 decrease from 2008.
The total tax rate for a Kronenwetter resident in the Mo-
sinee School District is $18.64 per $1,000 of assessed
value, which is a $0.09 increase from 2008.
