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WINTER MAILBOX DAMAGE POLICY

The Department of Public Works is responsible for clearing as much snow and ice as possible from the
streets in the Village of Kronenwetter. This means we will plow as close to the shoulder as possible. Pub-
lic Works takes great care not to damage any property within the Village righivay; however, mailboxes
occasionally get damaged.

The PublicwWorksDepartmentwill reimburse for any damagedstandard mailbox
and/ or supportpost when thefollowing three(3) criteria are met:

1. It is determined that theVillageplow operatorsdamaged the mailbox

2. The mailbox had been properlystalled per USPS installatiorguidelines
discussed belowand maintained prior to the damageoccurring

3. Claims must be reported within 7 days after incident occurrence

If all the criteria noted above are met, the Village of Kronenwetter will reimburse you yamur mailbox. The
Village of Kronenwetter wiltleimburseyouup to a maximumof $25 (copies of receipts are required).

It is the responsibility of the mailbox owner to maintain a properly placed, serviceable mailbox. The post
and mailboxmust be capable of withstanding flying snow and slush from traffic and snowplovote:
Any mailboxdamaged by theweight of the plow windrow(snow exiting the end of the plow) will not be
coveredunder this policy. If the mailbox is not placed the proper distance and height from the roadway,
and is damaged by flying snow or slush, no compensation is authoriz®tease also remember to shovel
around your mailbox; accumulated snow and subsequent damage caused by snow bugidduring plow-

ing will not be reimbursed.

Heating Devices. The ordinance affects both existing and new installations of Outdoor Solid -Fued
Heating Devices. The entire ordinance is available on the Villages web site (www.kronenerwetter.org) or at
the Municipal Center. Included is a portion of the ordinance related to existing Outdoor Solid fRireld
Heating Devices.

If you have an existing Outdoor Solid Fuélred Heating Device you are required to register it with the Vil-
lage by April 1st, 2010 The registration form is available on the Villages website

If you are thinking about putting in a new Outdoor Solid Ftiéted Heating Device or making modifica-
tions to an existing one, contact the Building Department at the Municipal Center, as it will require a
building permit.

DRIVEWAY CLEARING TIPS

The following suggestions are intended to make your driveway snow removal easier and safer:

e Do not shovel, snow blow or have your driveway plowed into or across the road. This is prohibited by
law and can cause a serious traffic hazard. If possible, it is best to place snow on the side of your
driveway in the opposite direction from which the plow is coming. That way, the plow will carry $now
away from your driveway rather than back into it.

o |If possible, wait until the roadway has been plowed before cleaning out the end 5 to 10 feet of your
driveway. There is not a practical way to plow the roadway without depositing snow into your drive-
way. Please understand the Village can not go back and shovel or plow out the end of any prjvate
driveway.

« Do not allow children to play on snow banks along the road. Warn them not to tunnel or build show
caves along the road. Snoyw
plows may need to open up Vj-
sion or push back snow bank
to provide storage room for fu
ture storms.
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« Remember to clear aroun(
your mailbox to eliminate accy
mulation during plowing.
